	Matters to Draw to the Attention of the Board (particularly areas relating to risk or quality)

	· Mental Health Act 
The Committee received the Mental Health Act Monitoring report which provided assurance of the work that had been undertaken by Mental Health and Learning Disabilities (MHLD) Services during the quarter. The committee recongised the report highlighted the errors in relation to the Act around paperwork, a breakdown of the errors was included in the report and how the team had fedback to the relevant wards from a lessons learnt perspective. 

· Mental Health Capacity Act
The Committee received the Mental Health Capacity Act Monitoring report. Members noted there had been management changes across the Mental Health Capacity Act (MCA) within SBUHB, MCA had transferred management from Corporate to the Deprivation of Liberty Safeguards (DoLs) team on the 1st of April 2024. The report highlighted that MCA/DoLs Level 1 and 2 training remained online, from May 2024 the Level 3 commenced with 40 half day training sessions available across the Health Board. 
Members sought further assurance surrounding the reporting data issues of the Electronic Staff Record (ESR) system; discussions were moving forward.

· Mental Health Measure 
The Committee received the Mental Health Measure Monitoring report which had set out the levels of compliance to Welsh Government access targets about the Mental Health Measure (Wales) 2010 which offered no concerns regarding overall compliance with the legislation. 

· Court of Protection Cases
The Committee received a report on the Court of Protection Cases. Members recognised an increase in the Court of Protection work, placing demand on governance and clinical resources across all areas of the Health Board. 

· 111 Service
The Committee received the 111 Service internal audit report and were provided with an update on actions completed following the audit issues identified included; the processes and governance of the service. Members were assured that weekly reports were produced to demonstrate the Health Board’s compliance against the call handling/response targets and all immediate/medium term actions had been put in place by the relevant Service Group/Division.
