Staff Employed from Charitable Funds

1. INTRODUCTION
The purpose of this report is to provide the Charitable Funds Committee with information on posts funded from the Swansea Bay University Health Board Charity.

2. BACKGROUND
At its meeting in June 2025, the Committee received a report detailing the staff employed by Swansea Bay Health Board that were funded by the SBU Health Board Charity. This report is the usual annual report that and brings the Committee up to date with the changes made since June 2025.
 
The charitable funds Financial Control Procedure states that “Staff costs will not normally be approved from funds held on trust unless a clear rationale to justify endowment funds as a source of funding is provided. Such requests will need to be considered and approved by the Charitable Funds Committee before approval to recruit and appoint is granted.”  

At the June 2025 meeting it was identified that 7 staff were funded by the Charity, and there were 3 vacant posts. An update on each of the posts being funded by the Charity is detailed below. Previous reports to the Charitable Funds committee have listed the detail behind each post. The table below summarises the posts that were committed for the financial year 2025-26.

3. GOVERNANCE AND RISK ISSUES
Insufficient staffing levels pose a risk to the effective delivery of the Charity’s strategic objectives. Additionally, a lack of adequate staffing capacity may compromise governance standards, potentially impacting the Charity’s reputation.
As the roles are substantively employed by the Health Board, and funded through charitable resources, there are associated financial risks to the Health Board should the Charity be unable to sustain these commitments.
To mitigate these risks, an overhead charge is being introduced across individual charitable funds to contribute towards staffing costs and support long-term sustainability.

4.  OPEN AUDIT RECOMMENDATIONS 
There are no open audit recommendations relating to this report.

5. FINANCIAL IMPLICATIONS
The costs for each of the posts directly funded from the Charity have been authorised in accordance with the requirement of the Charitable Funds Financial Control Procedure and expenditure request forms are completed for the estimated costs annually. 

Actual costs are charged to the fund on a monthly basis and may differ from the estimates provided at the start of the year. These estimated expenditure request forms have been checked to ensure they cover the actual costs for the year; for any shortfall, additional expenditure request forms have been completed.
