Mental Health Activity Report: October - December 2025

1. Introduction

This report provides assurance in respect of the work that has been undertaken by Mental Health and Learning Disabilities (MHLD) Service Group during the reporting period. It confirms that the functions delegated to officers and staff under the Hospital Managers’ Scheme of Delegation are being appropriately and lawfully exercised. 

The Hospital Managers must ensure that patients are detained only as the Act allows, that their care and treatment fully comply with it, and that patients are fully informed of, and supported in exercising their statutory rights.  Hospital managers must also ensure that a patient’s case is dealt with in line with other legislation that may have an impact, including the Human Rights Act 1998, Mental Capacity Act 2005 and Mental Health (Wales) Measure 2010.

2. Background
This report provides an overview of Mental Health Act activity within Swansea Bay University Health Board (SBUHB) between October and December 2025. It summarises the application of key sections of the Act, highlighting significant trends and variances where relevant.
Fluctuations in detention rates between reporting periods are normal; therefore, this report focuses on notable exceptions or emerging patterns requiring attention or assurance.

4. Mental Health Act 1983 - Data Collection and Exception Reporting

The dataset highlighted below summarises some of the key points of the use of the Mental Health Act 1983 during the reporting period, together with comparison data for the previous 2-year period: 

Detention under Section 5 – Holding Powers
Section 5(4) is a holding power, used by mental health and learning disability nurses in mental health in-patient settings for up to 6 hours, to allow for the lawful restraint of the patient from leaving the ward.
Section 5(4) was used ONCE during this reporting period.

Section 5(2) is a holding power used by doctors in both mental health and general hospital settings to detain an in-patient for up to 72 hours, to allow a mental health act assessment to take place.

In terms of Section 5, The Code of Practice (Wales) states that Hospital managers should monitor it’s use, including: 

1. The attendance times of a doctor/Approved Clinician following the use of the nurses holding power 5(4)
· A Doctor attended within 6 hours on the one occasion during this reporting period
2. How quickly patients are assessed and discharged from the doctor’s holding power 5(2)
· 54% of patients were assessed within 24 hours (15/28)
· 46% of patients were assessed within 48 hours (13/28)
3. The proportion of cases in which applications for detention are made following the use of holding powers
· 64% of cases resulted in a detention under the Act (18/28)







Section 2 – Admission for Assessment

Section 2 authorises the compulsory admission of a patient to hospital for assessment (or for assessment followed by medical treatment), for mental disorder, for up to 28 days. 
Section 2 was used on 67 occasions. Ward F, Neath Port Talbot Hospital is the Single Point of Access in terms of assessment and admission, which is reflected in the figures for admissions for assessment

Section 3 – Admission for Treatment

Section 3 provides for the compulsory admission of a patient to hospital for treatment for mental disorder.  The detention can last for an initial period of six months. Then can be renewed for up to a further 6 months after review , followed by yearly renewals thereafter.
Section 3 was used on 33 occasions

Section 4 – Emergency Admission for Assessment

The use of section 4 of the Mental Health Act 1983 is to enable an admission for assessment to take place in cases of urgent necessity.  It should only be used to avoid an unacceptable delay and as such is infrequently used and specifically examined by Mental Health Act Managers when this is the case.  

The Code of Practice (Wales) states that Hospital managers should monitor the use of section 4, and that they ensure second doctors are available to visit a patient within a reasonable time after being requested. This is monitored by Healthcare Inspectorate Wales (HIW).

Section 4 was used twice in the community during this reporting period.

· Both patients were detained under section 2 (admission for assessment) within 24 hours

Section 17A – Community Treatment Order (CTO)

This section provides a framework to treat and safely manage certain eligible patients who have been detained in hospital for treatment, in the community, whilst still being subject to powers under the Act.

There were 6 new Community Treatment Orders (CTO) during the reporting period.

Deaths of detained patients

Healthcare Inspectorate Wales Inspections

Healthcare Inspectorate Wales (HIW) completed an unannounced inspection at Tawe Clinic, Cefn Coed Hospital, Swansea Bay University Health Board on 06, 07 and 08 October 2025. The following wards were reviewed during this inspection:

· Clyne Ward – 14 bed female acute inpatient ward
· Fendrod Ward – 20 bed male acute inpatient ward

Mental Health Actions:

It was identified that a recently transferred patient had not had a hospital manager’s hearing in relation to the recent renewal of their detention. Immediate assurance was given by the Mental Health Act Manager that this was being expedited and that improved administrative processes relating to the transfer of patients had been established.

There were no occasions where a patient was discharged by the Mental Health Review Tribunal for Wales following a recent ‘not discharged’ decision by the Associate Hospital Managers.

Timeliness of Section 3 Tribunal Hearings 

Of the 18 MHRTW Hearings for Section 3 patients –12 were sat within the recommended 56 days, 6 were sat within 60 days. Delayed hearings were mainly due to the granting of extensions for reports to be completed and the availability of witnesses.

Part 10: Police powers to remove a person to a place of safety under Section 135 & 136 October - December 2025

Monitoring information is collected by local health boards and received by Welsh Government. This information is shared with all interested parties including, if relevant, child protection agencies and HIW via the Crisis Care Concordat Committee. 

Section 135 (1) empowers a police officer to forcibly enter a property to look for and remove a person to a place of safety for assessment for a period of up to 72 hours. There was one 135 (1) warrants executed in this reporting period. 
Section 135 (2) empowers a police officer to forcibly enter a property to look for and remove a detained patient who is absent without leave (AWOL) from hospital. If it is anticipated that the person will allow entry to the property voluntarily, there were no warrants executed under section 135 (2) during this reporting period.

Section 136 empowers a constable to remove a person from a public place to a place of safety if it is considered that the person is suffering from mental disorder and is in immediate need of care or control.  There were 47 detentions under section 136 during this reporting period.
Voluntary attendance and assessment at place of safety occurred on 14 occasions.

5. Governance and risk issues

· Quality Assurance

During Jan/Feb 2022, the MHLD Service Group ratified their Quality Assurance Framework, setting out the infrastructure for monitoring, assurance and governance. Part of this framework are the Nurse Directors Unannounced Reviews. These reviews are co-ordinated by the nurse director’s office of a review team of clinicians, senior leaders and relevant specialists who carry out an unannounced review on a clinical area or team. 
Mental Health Act (MHA) documentation audits were conducted during the reporting period and the outcome of these visits reported via the Quality and Safety Committee.
During the reporting period, Mental Health Act documentation audits were completed for:
· Llwyneryr Learning Disabilities Unit
· Suite 2, Tonna Hospital
The audits focused on compliance with statutory MHA documentation requirements and the Code of Practice.
MHA training was also delivered to:
· New MH & LD Associate Service Directors
· Psychiatry Induction Programme
· Suite 2, Tonna Hospital
· Scrutiny of Documents

Section 15 of the Act provides for certain admission documents, which are found to be incorrect or defective, to be rectified within fourteen days of the patient’s admission. Rectification or correction is mainly concerned with inaccurate recording, and it cannot be used to enable a fundamentally defective application to be retrospectively validated. 

· Data Collection and Exception Reporting

Any exceptions highlighted in the Mental Health Act Activity Report are intended to raise awareness of matters relating to the functions of hospital managers and give assurance that the care and treatment of patients detained in Swansea Bay University Health Board, and those subject to a community treatment order is only as the Act allows.

During the reporting period:
· 43 rectifiable errors were identified (7 by AMHPs, 23 by doctors, and 11 by nursing staff).
· 10 non-rectifiable errors occurred resulting in 10 unlawful detentions
Where errors constituted unlawful detention, immediate remedial actions were undertaken, including notification of relevant clinicians and the patient, record annotation, and Datix reporting.

· Governance Assurance
All identified exceptions have been reviewed and addressed in accordance with internal governance processes. The Mental Health Act Department continues to provide oversight and assurance that all detentions and Community Treatment Orders (CTOs) are managed lawfully and in line with the Act and associated Codes of Practice.
No breaches of the Mental Health Act were reported in respect of patients under 18 during this period.
