	The purpose of this report is to provide an update on the current performance of the Health Board at the end of the most recent reporting period (January 2024) in delivering key local performance measures as well as the national measures outlined in the 2024/25 NHS Wales Performance Framework.


	Key Issues








	The Integrated Performance Report is a routine report that provides an overview of how the Health Board is performing against the National Delivery measures and key local quality and safety measures.

Key high level issues to highlight this month are as follows: - 

Unscheduled Care

· Performance against the 12-hour wait has improved in January to 1,090 from 1,391 in December 2024.
· In January 2025, there were 594 ambulance to hospital handovers taking over 1 hour; this is a reduction of 23 compared with the previous month.
· There was a slight increase in the average number of patients who were deemed clinically optimised in January 2025 (Pathway of care delays). The average number of clinically optimised patients increased from 257 in the previous month to 260.

· [bookmark: _Hlk103857896][bookmark: _Hlk106740163]There were no patients waiting over 52 weeks for a first outpatient appointment in January 2025. 
· [bookmark: _Hlk103857918]At the end of January 2025, there were 697 patients waiting over 104 weeks for treatment, which is an improvement of 284 from the previous month.
· In January 2025, 95.37% of patients were waiting less than 14 weeks for therapy services; this is an improvement when compared with the figure reported in December 2024. There are 248 patients waiting over 14 weeks, the majority of which are in podiatry.
· In January 2025, there was a reduction in the number of patients waiting over 8 weeks for specified diagnostics. The position improved from 2,969 to 2,839. The breakdown is as follows: -
· Endoscopy= 2,276
· Cardiac tests= 551
· Other Diagnostics = 12^

· [bookmark: _Hlk103857934]The final Single Cancer Pathway (SCP) measure of patients receiving definitive treatment in December 2024 was 63%, which is slightly lower than the figure reported in November 2024 (this measure is always reported a month in arrears due to data validation). 
· 233 patients were wating in excess of 63 days as of 12/02/2025.

Mental Health
· [bookmark: _Hlk103857794]Performance against the Mental Health Measures continues to be maintained at above target levels in January 2025 with the exception of psychological therapies. 
· In January 2025, 52% of patients waited less than 26 weeks for Psychological Therapy. This was below the national target of 95%.

Child and Adolescent Mental Health Services (CAMHS)
· Access times for crisis performance has been maintained at 100% in December 2024. 
· Neurodevelopmental Disorders (NDD) access times within 26 weeks continues to be a challenge, performance deteriorated to 22% in the month of January 2025.
· Note: S-CAMHS now included with P-CAMHS measure. Access to therapeutic interventions remains strong at 100% within 28 days. Access to assessment has deteriorated in January 2025 to 42% which is now below target levels.

	1. The number of ambulance handovers over 1 hour has reduced slightly in January 2025. The number of handovers over 1 hour decreased from 616 in December 2024 to 594 in January 2025, which is above the outlined trajectory.








2. Performance against the 12-hour wait has improved in-month, and it is currently performing above the outlined trajectory. The number of patients waiting over 12-hours in the Emergency Department decreased to 1,090 in January 2025 from 1,391 in December 2024.






3. In January 2025 82.11% of patients received their first assessment within 60 minutes of their arrival at the Emergency Department. This is an increase of 2.4% on the figure reported in December 2024 (79.75%).









4. There was an increase in the average number of patients who were deemed clinically optimised in January 2025. The average number of clinically optimised patients increased slightly from 257 in December 2024 to 260 in January 2025.








5. The ambulance handover lost hours rate has seen a slight reduction in January 2025. The ambulance handover lost hours decreased from 3,112 in December 2024 to 3,014 in January 2025. 










6. There has been a slight reduction in the number of lost ambulance hours over 1 hour in January 2025. There were 2,608 lost hours over 1 hour in January 2025 which is a reduction of 89 compared with 2,698 in December 2024.

	1. The final SCP performance for December 2024 was 63%, which is slightly lower than the figure reported in November 2024. Performance is currently slightly below the submitted trajectory (65%).

3. January 2025 saw an in-month reduction of 29% in the number of patients waiting over 104 weeks for treatment. The number decreased from 981 in December 2024 to 697 in January 2025.










4. The percentage of patients waiting under 52 weeks for treatment increased slightly in-month. In January 2025 85.7% of patients were wating under 52 weeks, compared with 85.2% in December 2024.










5. There were 38,895 patients waiting 100% over their target date in January 2025 which is a reduction when compared with December 2024. 











6. In January 2025, 75.7% of Ophthalmology RI patients were waiting within their clinical target date or within 25% of their target date. This is a 1.3% improvement on the figure reported in December 2024.








7. In January 2025, there was an increase in the percentage of patients waiting less than 8 weeks for a diagnostic test. It was reported at 76%.

More detail on the breakdown of patients witing by diagnostic test is provided later in this report. 






8. In January 2025, 95.37% of patients were waiting less than 14 weeks for therapy services; this is an improvement when compared with the figure reported in December 2024. The majority of the breaches were within Podiatry – the team are currently working through a recovery plan.

	In January 2025, there were 594 ambulance to hospital handovers taking over 1 hour; this is a reduction of 23 compared with 617 in December 2024. In January 2025, all handovers over 1 hour were attributed to Morriston Hospital apart from one which was attributed to Singleton Hospital. Additional work is currently underway to incorporate the AMU data in the ambulance handover figures.
	Transformation of the urgent care pathways has been maintained with a focus on admission avoidance and length of stay reduction. Changes to medical staff rotas are being enacted and the first phases of the frailty model have been accelerated and implemented in July 2024 to reduce conveyance and admission where appropriate

	The Health Board’s performance against the 4-hour measure improved 71.78% in December 2024 to 76.39% in January 2025. Neath Port Talbot Hospital Minor Injuries Unit (MIU) has remained above the national target of 95% achieving 98.14% in January 2025.  Morriston Hospital’s performance improved between December 2024 and January 2025, achieving 62.86% against the target.
	A frailty model design has been agreed which anticipates a reduction in attendances and improved length of stay; this has been accelerated and implementation commenced in July ahead of September 2024 as scheduled. Implementation and additional recruitment is ongoing.

	In January 2025, performance against the 12-hour measure improved when compared with December 2024, decreasing from 1,391 to 1,090. This is a reduction of 301 compared to December 2024. All of the patients waiting over 12 hours in January 2025 were attributed to Morriston Hospital, apart from one which was in Neath Port Talbot Hospital.

Singleton Hospital saw an in-month reduction, with 33 less admissions (from 308 in November 2023), Morriston Hospital saw an in-month increase from 3,871 admissions in November 2023 to 3,923 admissions in December 2023.

	In January 2025, there were a total of 78 admissions into the Intensive Care Unit (ICU) in Morriston Hospital, this is a reduction when compared with 107 admissions in December 2024. January 2025, saw an increase in the number of delayed discharge hours from 2150.25 in December 2024 to 3860.45 in January 2025. The average lost bed days increased to 5.19 per day. The percentage of patients delayed over 24 hours decreased to 59.68% in January 2025 from 41.09% in December 2024.
	Delayed discharges from ICU are linked to capacity and flow constraints within the general wards and health/social-care system in general. Increased focus on flow through ICU as a result of capital works underway to meet burns requirements.
