STATE OF THE POPULTION REPORT


1. INTRODUCTION
The State of the Population report (see Appendix 1) has been produced by the Public Health Team to support the SBUHB Clinical Strategic Plan. The report forms part of a larger piece of work by SBUHB which encompasses understanding the status of the local population, horizon scanning for the future, modelling of demand and capacity of services, and the development of strategic models of care. The report aims to support clinical services when developing the Clinical Service Plans which sit underneath the Clinical Strategic Plan. Alongside this resource, the Public Health Team are developing a standardised process for clinical service planning including tools for service-led integrated health assessments. Recognising that individual clinical services will be more knowledgeable about their patient groups, available treatments, and future developments (both preventative and treatable) that will impact on service need and demand.


2. BACKGROUND
The report signposts to existing health needs assessments (HNAs) for the SBUHB population (e.g. ARCH HNA; Regional Partnership Board Population Needs Assessment; Public Service Board Well-being Assessments; SBUHB Pharmaceutical Needs assessment). It seeks to draw out information and learning from these documents that is useful to clinical service planning without duplication of effort. 

Key areas of focus within the report are:
· Premature and avoidable mortality from key chronic conditions in SBUHB
· Changes in population structure
· Life expectancy and healthy life expectancy
· Key chronic condition prevalence and impact
· Gaps and limitations of existing needs assessment
· Opportunities for future approaches to understanding health needs
· Implications for clinical services

The report is not intended as a point in time estimate of population needs and will continue to evolve as new knowledge and research becomes available.


3. GOVERNANCE AND RISK ISSUES
No governance or risk issues have been identified for the publication of this report. The information contained in the report presents a risk to population health if it is not acted on by taking on board the learning when planning clinical services.
