Standing item: Update from Primary Care – Pharmacy, Dental, and General Medical Services (GMS) updates to Board

1. INTRODUCTION

Primary Care is a key component of delivering a population health approach in the Health Board and is therefore of significant interest to the Population Health Committee. There will be an ongoing series of Primary Care reports submitted to Board, and this standing item will provide Committee of an overview of these papers prior to submission to Board. For this first iteration of this standing item on the Population Health Committee agenda, this will cover the next paper on Pharmacy services due at September 2025 Board for Committee oversight, as well as papers recently submitted to Board for background awareness.

2. BACKGROUND

Primary Care covers a range of services delivered within the community including General Practice (General Medical Services), Dental services, Optometry, and Pharmacy. Following the Accelerated Cluster Development programme, there has been an emphasis on representation across all of these professional areas to support delivery and development of Primary Care.

To support Board in understanding Primary Care services within Swansea Bay University Health Board area, there have been a series of updates taken to Board providing a broad overview of the services and challenges within them, with a different topic area at each Board. This includes Dental Services in SBUHB (May 2025) and General Medical Services in SBUHB (July 2025). The next planned topic areas will be: Pharmacy services in SBUHB (September 2025), Optometry (December 2025), and Clusters (Early 2026).
