	Purpose of the Report
	The purpose of this report is to provide the Committee with a quarterly update against the work of the Patient Experience and Concerns Department.


	Key Issues



	Key issues to highlight include:

· The Health Board’s internal target is to respond to at least 85% of formal complaints within the agreed timescale. Welsh Government also issue a target for all Health Board’s to achieve at least 75% each month.  The Health Board’s performance in responding to complaints for June 2025 was 62%.
· The Health Board received 666 complaints in quarter 1 (Q1) of 2025/26 (April, May, June). This compares with 622 complaints in quarter 4 (Q4) of 2024/25 (January, February, March). This total includes complaints received and managed via either formal, early resolution and any re-opened complaints. Both Morriston and Singleton Neath Port Talbot Service Groups appear to have received more complaints during Q1.  Further details can be found in Appendix 1 Pages 4-7.
· Every complaint received by the Health Board is coded in the Datix Once for Wales system against the relevant subject codes. This allows the Health Board to identify any themes in the complaints received.  Further details can be found on Page 7-8 of Appendix 1.
· As part of the Health Board’s focus on Urgent Care, Planned Care and Cancer Services Page 12 on Appendix 1 highlights the complaints performance and themes in these areas. 
· The complaints, incidents, compliments and patient feedback for each of the Service Groups is summarised from Page 27 on Appendix 1.
· Continuing to receive compliments from the Medical Examiner Officer – further details on Page 46 of Appendix 1.
