The bundles titled ‘step by step’ were purchased at £1,700 each to help patients who have had a stroke to rebuild their speech and understanding of language.
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There are a number of programmes available tailored to what the patient is experiencing difficulty with.
  
Patients can use the programme without the support of the speech and language therapists – which also helps to rebuild their independence.
