Singleton cancer patients inspire new art exhibition in Swansea

Cancer patients at Singleton Hospital have inspired an art exhibition now on show in Swansea.

The exhibition opened in the Foyer Gallery of the Dynevor Centre in De La Beche Street earlier this month and will continue until Friday, 7th July.
 
It will have its official opening tomorrow evening (Tuesday June 27th).
 
Jac did the preparatory work that formed the basis of the exhibition during her one-week residency on oncology Ward 12.
 
She described them as emotionally-charged interpretations of her experiences with people who spoke eloquently of their hopes and fears, their families and jobs, their illness and treatment.
 
“I witnessed so much physical and emotional pain, and I witnessed so much dignity and determination.
 
“The negatives are always mitigated by the sheer force of the human spirit.”
 
Jac said she made extensive notes and recorded the words of those patients who had agreed to be involved in the project.
 
“I hope this exhibition will give some sense of what a cancer diagnosis might feel like and the impact it has on a life.”
 
The Ward 12 project also featured in the hugely successful Storytelling for Health conference that took place in Swansea earlier this month.
