Family and friends join breast cancer survivor Wendy for Moonwalk

Raising money for charity really has become a family affair for breast cancer survivor Wendy Casey.
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Wendy will be joined by her two sisters, sister-in-law and niece when she sets off on the Moonwalk in London this weekend.
 
The 26-mile walking marathon takes place on Saturday night for the Walk the Walk breast cancer charity.
 
Wendy (left) was diagnosed with breast cancer just before her 50th birthday in 2015.
 
Because it was caught early, the mother of two, who is from Morriston and is chief pharmacy technician at Princess of Wales Hospital, underwent a mastectomy but did not need chemotherapy.
 
Apart from feeling fatigued at times Wendy has made a full recovery, thanks to the care she received from the breast care unit at Singleton Hospital and the support of her family and friends.
 
Last September she spent her 51st birthday weekend completing the Welsh 3 Peaks Challenge, along with husband Stephen, sister-in-law Maggie Casey and her husband Martin.
 
They raised £2,500 for Singleton’s breast care unit.

Wendy’s sisters Diane Edwards, theatre operational manager in Morriston Hospital, and Julie Pugsley, a health visitor in Gwaun Cae Gurwen, are taking part, as is sister-in-law Maggie, who works for Boots in Morriston.

Also part of the team is friend Diane Davies, Cwmfelin Surgery practice nurse, and her daughter Sarah.
 
Wendy said: “My sisters signed me up for the Moonwalk while I was still on sick leave after surgery to motivate me and to cheer me up.
 
“We kept up our walking after the Welsh 3 Peaks Challenge and have been building up the distance to make sure we finish the Moonwalk.”
 
Wendy and her team all have sponsorship forms and hope they will raise between £1,500 and £2,000 this weekend.
 
She is already planning to sign up for another fundraising event, again supporting a breast cancer charity, in 2018.
 
“Not only will I be raising money every year it will help me maintain my fitness,” said Wendy.
