Home is where the art is for a Neath Port Talbot Hospital nurse who has a starring role in a new national recruitment campaign.
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Senior matron Olwen Morgan appears in a video showcasing Wales as a fantastic place for nurses to work and live in.

Our video of Olwen’s solo performance of Myfanwy in the Neath Port Talbot Hospital atrium during the 50th anniversary of the Aberfan disaster was seen around the world last October.

Several names were put forward from across ABMU and other health boards for nurses to appear in the Welsh Government’s recruitment campaign.
 
Olwen was among those selected, and a production team arrived at Neath Port Talbot to film a work-related sequence for the video.
 
But as the campaign emphasises work-life balance, Olwen was also asked about her hobbies.
 
“When I told them about my artwork, they asked if they could film me at home as well,” she said.
 
“Art was my favourite subject in school. I love doing it. It’s the one thing that relaxes me.
 
“I do pencil sketching, watercolours, all sorts really. I like doing local buildings, churches, old buildings, local scenery.

“I always have my camera and phone with me. I’ll take pictures if I’m out and about, then I’ll develop pictures and ideas from there.”
 
The video features Olwen interacting with colleagues and patients on the wards at Neath Port Talbot Hospital.
 
“On a personal level, I’d say to anyone to come to work in Neath Port Talbot – it’s the nicest hospital I’ve ever worked in.
 
“It’s got a wonderful culture and environment, it’s very friendly and it has a variety of different specialties that people can enjoy working in.
 
“But I’ve worked in most of the hospitals in ABMU and I’ve thoroughly enjoyed the years I’ve been here.
