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I refer to your Freedom of Information Act Request acknowledged by ourselves on 7th January 2022.  Your request sought information relating to COVID-19.
You asked us for;
1. The number of COVID hospital ward admissions in Wales in December and January, and how many are vaccinated, (double or triple). 
You clarified on 12th January 2022 that you are looking for this information for the period December 2020 to January 2022.
You further clarified that by “COVID admissions” you are referring to patients admitted that are COVID positive, but could be treated for any reason whilst in hospital. 

If a patient was admitted more than once in the period, then they would be counted for each admission separately. The same applies for the vaccination status – this is the status of the patient at each admission, and if they were admitted more than once, they would appear for each admission dependent on their vaccination status at that time.

There were 2172 admissions to our hospitals for any reason in the specified period for patients who tested positive for COVID-19 on admission.

Of these admissions;

0 vaccination dose - 1314
1 vaccination dose - 146
2 vaccination doses - 621
3 vaccination doses - 20
Booster dose – 71


2. Also as a correlation how many staff have been off on sickness during this period?
You clarified on 12th January 2022 that you require information on staff that were absent for COVID related reasons.

Please note the sickness information is for the latest reporting period of 1st December 2020 to 30th November 2021.

3868 members of staff have been absent from work for one day or more due to COVID-related reasons in the specified period. A staff member may have been absent on more than one occasion in this period.
