You asked:
1. How many Women were referred for treatment because of potentially suffering from postnatal depression (PND) since 2016 ? 
To obtain this information would involve a manual trawl and search of records which we have estimated would significantly exceed the 18 hours limit set down by the FOI Act as the reasonable limit. Section 12 of the FOI Act and The Freedom of Information and Data Protection (Appropriate Limit and Fees) Regulation 2004 provides that we are not obliged to spend in excess of 18 hours in any sixty day period locating, retrieving and identifying information in order to deal with a request for information and therefore we are withholding this information at this time.

4. How many mental health specialists are there who treat people suffering from Postnatal depression (PND) in the health board?

There are 42 Staff across a range of disciplines (Including Medical, Nursing, Social work, Psychology, Occupational Therapy, Health Visiting and Midwifery) currently employed in Perinatal Mental Health specialist posts in Swansea Bay Health Board. These are split between mother and baby unit inpatient service and community perinatal mental health pathway. There are teams / service that work with individuals presenting with depression in the postnatal period that are not employed specifically in a perinatal mental health specialist roles i.e. Local Primary Mental Health Service assess and treat individuals presenting with mild / moderate symptoms of depression in the post-natal period.
