	The Patient should be wearing a surgical mask and immediately taken to the Negative Pressure Isolation Room in ED or may require transfer to Ward S or ITU North and porters may be asked to assist in this process.
Allocate Portering/Security staff to assist.
Porters will be requested by the Nurse in Charge to use appropriate PPE and strict hand hygiene as per Policies.
For contact with the patient and their environment, wear HCID PPE;
· Gloves (2 pairs),

· Long plastic apron,

· FFP3 respirator,

· Goggles

· Theatre cap

· Hood with integrated visor

· Fluid Repellent coveralls

· Wellington boots

A buddy system will be required to assist in robbing and disrobing of kit.

	You will be asked to assist in emptying the Isolation Room.

	You may be requested to erect signage, restricting access and for support in relation to arranging alternative routes around the Hospital if needed.

	You may be requested to help staff establish a disrobing area outside an Isolation room by either erecting a tent for this area or by taping the floor area; you may also be asked to retrieve portable hand washing facilities.

	

	6
	Do not enter the Isolation room unless instructed by Senior Staff and provided with appropriate PPE as required. If you are asked to enter the decontamination room, you must log your entry; a register will be available outside the door.

	

	7
	You may be contacted by the Laboratory to collect a specially prepared specimen transport box; this will need to be delivered to the nurse/member of staff outside the Isolation Room.

	

	8
	You will be contacted by staff to transport blood samples to the Laboratory.  The samples will already be sealed in a container within a cardboard box. Put on gloves and an apron. You will need to sign the Laboratory chain of custody form, immediately take the box to the Laboratory and staff will sign for receipt of the box. Once you have handed over the box, remove your gloves and wash your hands.
